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Crime and disorder overview

Crime and Anti-Social Behaviour in Coquetdale during autumn has continued to remain low. There was one (1) reported crime in September,
Twenty (20) crimes in October and three (3) in November. The sudden increase in October related to crimes which included thefts of manhole
covers and other metal related thefts to which arrests have been made. Also there was a shed burglary, theft of sheep, domestic assault,
damage to a motor vehicle, theft of a motor vehicle and fire damage to a caravan. Violent crime and Burglary Dwelling remain the lowest in the
Northumbria Police Force area. Anti Social Behaviour is also very low.

The key message is not to be complacent. Let's cont  inue to work together to keep crime and disorder lo W.
